at Henderson Colorado. Henderson, which began production in 1976, produced 160 million tons of ore to 19¢

Columbia has also been a significant producer of molybdenum since 1965 with the Endako Moiybtiee

having produced 422 million pounds of molybdenum since then. Endako had published reserves at the end o
