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ROCA'S MAX MOLYBDENUM MINE PRODUCTION RESUMES

Roca Mines Inc. has successfully recommenced all operations, including the underground mine, mill and concentrator, at
the Max molybdenum mine, 60 kilometres southeast of Revelstoke, B.C. Underground operations at Max have restarted
at the phase I, 500-tonne-per-day production rate after successful completion of the 830-millilitre bypass on the main
access ramp.

Over the past 11 months the underground Max mine has been the focus of extensive geotechnical investigation,
modelling and monitoring after various events impacted operations. The ultimate goal of this work is to ensure the safe
and efficient operation of the underground mine, and to improve the understanding of the stability controls on current and
future openings at the mine.

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Eagle Plains Resources Ltd. has executed two separate property option agreements with
Minerals and Metals Group relating to the Findlay and Boundary properties.

Findlay project

MMG may earn a 60-per-cent interest in Eagle Plains' 100-per-cent-owned Findlay properties, located 30 kilometres north
of Kimberley, in southeastern British Columbia. Under terms of the agreement, MMG may earn a 60-per-cent interest in
the 33,500-hectare property by making cash payments to Eagle Plains of $500,000 and completing $5-million in
exploration expenditures over five years. MMG may earn an additional 15-per-cent interest (for a total of 75 per cent) by
delivering a bankable feasibility study by 2018.

The Findlay project overlies Aldridge formation stratigraphy, considered prospective for sedimentary exhalative (sedex)
deposits. Structurally, this area has been identified as an extension of the North Star-Sullivan corridor which hosts the
world-class Sullivan deposit 30 kilometres to the south. The Findlay property displays Sullivan-style exhalative
tourmalinite (boron) horizons, massive fragmental sections, anomalous lead, zinc and indicator geochemistry, and base
metal occurrences. This Sullivan smoke occurs throughout the lower to upper Aldridge formation and indicates the
potential for Sullivan-style mineralization at multiple stratigraphic levels. Fieldwork by Eagle Plains has identified a number
of targets including:

¢ North Findlay: 100-metre-thick, multikilometre-scale mineralized/tourmalinized exhalative horizon related to
hydrothermal venting within the upper Aldridge stratigraphic interval,

e Greenland Creek: Diamond drilling by Eagle Plains in 1997 intersected numerous thin stratabound sulphide
bands associated with albite/garnet/chlorite alteration, some of which display continuity over 60 metres, and are
open downdip and along strike. Dating indicates Sullivan age for lead mineralization in the Greenland Creek area;

e Mid-Fork: Evidence for deep-seated structures including arched gabbros and thickened, mineralized fragmental
sequences at or near Sullivan time.

Property-scale mapping by Cominco Ltd. and Eagle Plains has established excellent Aldridge marker control, and many of
the drill targets developed are within the 500-metre to 1,000-metre range, considered to be shallow for Sullivan-type
targets in the Purcell basin.

Boundary project

MMG may earn a 60-per-cent interest in Eagle Plains' 100-per-cent-owned Boundary (Dode) properties, located along the
U.S. border, approximately 20 kilometres southeast of Creston, B.C. The claims were acquired by Eagle Plains through
staking carried out in December, 2010. Under terms of the agreement, MMG may earn a 60-per-cent interest in the
property by reimbursing Eagle Plains all acquisition costs and completing $3-million in exploration expenditures over five
years. MMG may earn an additional 15-per-cent interest (for a total of 75 per cent) by delivering a bankable feasibility
study by 2018.

COW MOUNTAIN NOW REACHES 152 M IN
STRIKE AND 311.75 M IN DEPTH AND ASSAYS
INCLUDE 11 M OF 12.5 G/T GOLD-DRILLING CONTINUES

Barkerville Gold Mines Ltd. is providing further assays from the new
discovery zone on Cow Mountain in central British Columbia. The drilling
continues with four drill rigs currently running. Drill assays will be
announced as they are received. Some highlights include (also see table)
11.0 metres of 12.5 grams per tonne gold between 217.7 metres and
228.8 metres (36.2 feet of 0.364 ounce per ton between 714.3 feet and
750.5 feet), 12.4 m of 6.32 g/t gold between 82.8 m and 95.2 m (40.7 feet
of 0.184 ounce per ton between 271.7 feet and 312.4 feet), and 8.2 m of
4.17 g/t gold between 288.0 m and 296.2 m (26.8 feet of 0.122 ounce per
ton between 944.9 feet and 971.7 feet).

The new zone is adjacent to (striking northeast), outside of the perimeter
of and now intersecting gold grades approximately 682 feet deeper below
the floor elevation of the Gold Quartz proposed open pit mine. The Gold
Quartz mine currently has an NI 43-101-compliant resource of 6,013,728
tonnes of 2.23 g/t indicated (430,885 ounces) and 1,527,699 tonnes of
1.85 g/t (90,936 ounces) inferred.

President and chief executive officer Frank Callaghan states: "Expanding
the size and grade of the proposed open pit on Cow Mountain has been
one of the focuses of the company this year. We are extremely pleased
with the multiples of grade and depth we continue to find beyond the
original 43-101 resource parameters on Cow Mountain. We will continue
the resource expansion campaign aggressively with four drill rigs running
on Cow Mountain and Barkerville Mountain."

True width of the new zone varies from approximately 2.1 metres (6.9
feet) and 7.9 metres (25.9 feet).

The controlled strike length of the newly discovered visible gold-cosalite-
pyrite-quartz mineralized zone reaches about 152 metres (500 feet). The
discovery is in an untested area outside the perimeter of the proposed
Gold Quartz open pit on the northwest flank of Cow Mountain in central
B.C. Previous results from two drill pads were released in a news release
on June 27, 2011. Since those results, seven additional holes have been
drilled from two other drill pads. Total distance controlled by the four drill
