S et GOLD PROJECT, NELSON MINING CAMP PROPERTY, BC

Anglo Swiss Resources Inc. has received a new multiyear exploration and
drill permit which facilitates the commencement of an extensive exploration
and drill program at its Nelson mining camp property, which includes its 100-
per-cent-owned Kenville gold mine. The initial-phase, 2,000-metre drill
campaign began today, testing areas south of the Venango veins located
west of the Kenville mine. The program will then follow up on the recent drill
programs and continue to test the strike extent of the high-grade veins
intercepted 500 metres to the south of the Kenville mine. These vein
systems remain open in all directions and appear to increase in density
south of the mine.

Once the initial drill program is complete, the company intends to initiate
National Instrument 43-101 resource estimates south of the Kenville mine.
Additionally, permits are in place for underground exploration including
drilling and rehabilitation of the 275 level (one of seven levels) of the Kenville
mine. The drill programs and rehabilitation of the 275 level will occur
concurrently. Once rehabilitation of the 275 level is complete, NI 43-101
resource work will commence. Further, Anglo Swiss has initiated permitting
plans for a bulk sampling program to provide a more precise measure of
gold grades and additional information for resource estimates. Currently,
there is an NI 43-101 resource outlined on the 257 level of the Kenville mine,
which includes an inferred resource of 357,000 ounces of gold at a grade of
0.68 ounce per ton gold (source: Munroe, 2009). Until an economic
evaluation is completed, the economic cut-off for this deposit is unknown.
Mineral resources are not mineral reserves and do not have demonstrated
economic viability. This resource is reported at a cut-off grade of 0.00 ounce
per ton gold.

"These are all important steps required to build upon the existing gold
resource. As well as evaluating additional resources in the existing mine
workings area, the positive drill results in 2010/2011 indicate that gold
resources likely extend south of the Kenville mine. In fact, the current
footprint of the Kenville south extension is larger than that of the historic
mine workings at Kenville, and those vein systems remain open for
expansion," commented Jari Paakki, chief executive officer.

The company's technical team has been working diligently over the past few
months, compiling extensive amounts of data dating back to the 1940s on
the Kenville mine property, as well as on the extensive land holdings
assembled during 2009/2010 which now make up the Nelson mining camp.
This is the first time that the contiguous, 165-square-kilometre property has
been controlled by one operator. Anglo Swiss has now built a
comprehensive digital database and knowledge base to build and advance

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@ JUIGCILT  GOLDCLIFF COMMENCES SILVER EXPLORATION AT AINSWORTH

Goldcliff Resource Corp. has begun field exploration on the Ainsworth silver property. This work will follow up very strong
geochemical anomalies at the Bjerk-1 target, with silver values of 5.2 grams per tonne and strongly elevated responses in
gold, cadmium, copper, molybdenum, lead and zinc. Goldcliff's 100-per-cent-owned Ainsworth silver property is located in
the Ainsworth-Kalso silver camp, Kootenay mining district, Slocan mining division, British Columbia, Canada. The property
consists of a contiguous claim block containing 10,280 hectares.

Previous exploration on the claims has identified six large target areas that contain 14 coincidental geological,
geochemical and multisensor airborne geophysical anomalies. Two of the anomalies are associated with the Bjerk-1 and
Big-C targets. The Bjerk-1 target is located within the Bjerkness target area which is in the northern end of the claim block,
and the Big-C target is located within the Lendrum target area which is central to the claim block. The remaining 12
anomalies require future exploration to advance to targets.

The Bjerk-1 exploration target occurs on a ridge between Fletcher and Bjerkness Creeks and is a northerly trending
airborne geophysical feature about 1,200 metres in length and 600 metres in width. The moderate to strong individual
electromagnetic (EM) conductors strike north to north-northwest and vary in length from 200 to 500 metres. The
conductors are interpreted to be structures and are accompanied by a circular magnetic-high response interpreted to be a
Cretaceous Fry Creek intrusion. The Bjerk-1 is underlain by Triassic Slocan group rocks of argillite and limestone in
juxtaposition with the Permian Kaslo group greenstone.

Very strong silver values occur at the intersection of a strong conductive structure and the northeast Bjerk fault. Soil
samples within the anomaly contain up to 5.2 grams silver and range from one to 4.9 g/t silver. The coincidental metals
also have very strong responses in cadmium (0.51 to 26.61 parts per million), copper (12 to 91.5 ppm), molybdenum (0.73
to 61.03 ppm), lead (12 to 91.5 ppm) and zinc (12 to 91.5 ppm). The Bjerk-1 silver anomaly represents a multielement
silver-mineralizing system associated with structures. The Bjerk-1 target is located in a similar geological and structural
silver deposit setting as the mines at the Slocan-Sandon camp.

The Big-C target (previously reported on Oct. 7, 2010) occurs on a ridge between Lendrum and Woodbury Creeks and is
a north-trending airborne geophysical feature about 700 metres in length and 500 metres in width. The moderate to strong
cluster of individual EM conductors strike north-northwest and vary in length from 50 to 500 metres. The conductors
parallel a major regional fault and are interpreted to be mineralizing structures. A strong silver anomaly and its pathfinders
coincide with the structural trends. The Big-C is underlain by Mississippian to Lower Permian Milford group limestone and
is in contact with the Permian Kaslo group greenstone.

The Big-C target is located approximately four kilometres north of the historic No. 1 mine in similar geology. The No. 1
mine was the largest silver producer in the camp with production of 1,993,818 ounces of silver at a grade of 49.64 ounces
per ton (1,707.78 g/t). The Big-C target has been permitted for trenching and drilling. For more information see:

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b SULTAN APPLIES FOR DRILL PERMIT FOR KENA GOLD PROPERTY, BC.

Sultan Minerals Inc.'s application for a drilling permit for its Kena Gold property submitted on July 2, 2011 has been
accepted by the BC Ministry of Natural Resource and has been circulated for approval. On receipt of the permit Sultan
plans to undertake the Phase 1drill program planned for the Gold Mountain and Kena Gold Zones.

The Phase | program is subject to financing and calls for 3,000 metres of diamond drilling on the Gold Mountain Gold
zone. The planned program will test for large scale-high tonnage deposits as well as search for higher grade gold shoots
within the broad zones of mineralization that include the Gold Mountain and Kena Gold zones.

Dependent upon the success of this initial phase of drilling an expanded Phase Il drill program has been recommended.
Sultan has thus made application for a multi-year exploration permit to commence in 2012 in order to expedite the
proposed follow-up work program. The proposed follow up program calls for an additional 10,000 metres of drilling for the
Gold Mountain Zone. (please see news release July 5, 2011)

The Gold Mountain and Kena Gold Zones have been partially tested with 16,500 metres of drilling in 116 diamond drill
holes. A preliminary, NI 43-101 compliant, resource estimate (June 7, 2004) shows the two zones have a combined
measured and indicated resource of 381,000 ounces of gold at an average grade of 1.00 g/t gold, using a 0.5 g/t cut-off
grade. There is an additional inferred resource of 389,000 ounces of gold at the same grade and cut-off. With current gold
prices over $1800/0z., Sultan's geologists believe that a 0.3 g/t cut-off grade is viable, raising the resource estimate to
over a million ounces in all categories (0.7 g/t Au). The gold mineralization in the Gold Mountain and Kena Gold zones are
both open along strike and at depth with excellent resource expansion potential.

The company is currently reviewing a number of alternatives to arrange funding for the project.

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Fjordland Exploration Inc. has signed a letter of intent with private vendors for the 2,200-

hectare Dillard property, located in Southern British Columbia. The option agreement to

purchase a 100-per-cent interest covers prospective ground straddling newly discovered
FJORDLAND ExPLoRaTIoN INc.  POrphyry copper showings and high-grade gold quartz vein targets.

The road-accessible Dillard property is located approximately 35 kilometres north of Princeton, where Copper Mountain
Mining Corp. recently put the Copper Mountain (Similco) copper-gold-silver mine back into production, with measured and
indicated resources estimated at 326 million tonnes grading 0.373 per cent copper and inferred resources of 169 million
tonnes grading 0.29 per cent copper, plus gold and silver credits. Gold Mountain Mining Corp.'s recently acquired past-
producing Elk gold-silver mine lies approximately 15 kilometres to the northeast of Dillard. A major drilling program
(12,000 metres) is in progress at Elk to expand the existing 15,500-kilogram gold resource.

Grab samples collected by company geologists during site visits in late July to early August, 2011, yielded assays up to
1.64 per cent Cu, 7.4 parts per million Ag, 0.025 part per million Au and 56.9 parts per million Mo (molybdenum) from new
exposures in altered volcanic rocks on the western portion of the property and up to 28.9 g/t Au and 11.4 parts per million
Ag from a quartz vein in granodiorite on the eastern portion.

"Dillard has highly attractive porphyry copper mineralization that has recently been exposed through extensive logging
activity; in addition, good potential exists for further discoveries of high-grade gold in quartz veins," states Fjordland
president Tom Schroeter. "We have started our ground prospecting program and expect to have multiple drill targets
defined for drilling by early next year."
