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THE PRESIDENTôS REPORT 
 
It was good to see that the provincial government intends to reduce permitting times. The announcement was ñThe 
Province will provide almost $24 million to reduce the time it takes for businesses wanting to invest in natural resource 
development to get decisions on approvals and permits. This will be done without compromising environmental values or 
the requirement to consult with First Nations. Once the permit and approval backlog is reduced, the target for turnaround 
on new ñnotices of workò for mines will be 60 daysò. Over the past few years, the time required to get a permit has seemed 
to expand a great deal. Part of the problem comes from a shortage of personnel, trained and otherwise. Those whose job 
it is to determine how to achieve the sixty day turnaround will have to examine how a Notice of Work currently makes its 
way through the system. That will point out for them where the real delays are.  The mining permitters will have some 
challenges putting a timeline on referrals, but could lighten the load for the agencies receiving the paperwork by approving 
low to no impact projects internally and swiftly.  First Nations referrals should be helped by the following announcement 
within the jobs plan.  The government pledges ñTo improve relationships between Aboriginal communities, industry and 
government, as well as help implement practical measures for economic development, the government will create an 
Aboriginal Business and Investment Council. The council will enhance Aboriginal peopleôs capacity for economic 
participation, transcend traditional Aboriginal and industry silos in project planning and development and provide investors 
with the tools they need to engage and partner with B.C. First Nationsò. Successful implementation of the sixty day 
initiative will help prove to companies who have become disenchanted with BC as a place to explore, that they actually 
are welcome here. In most parts of BC, it is only practical to work on your project for four to six months and when an 
explorer spends that time period, or even a part of it, awaiting a permit they can become discouraged.  The geological 
potential of the province to produce small and large new mines and exploration projects, in conjunction with the 
commodity prices of the last year, should have created a boom in exploration and small mine production besides the 
longer term investment in large mines. Prolonged permitting times have made it more difficult to react quickly to such 
circumstances. In this business, not every year is a good year, so you cannot afford to miss one when it should happen. 
We hope the government can accomplish the sixty day objective. 
  
Also announced as a part of the jobs plan - ñThe Province is committed to eight new mines and the expansion of another 
nine mines currently operating in British Columbia by 2015. This growth is anticipated to generate an increase of $1.6 
billion of additional revenue per year to government once these projects are fully operational. This will also create 
approximately 1,800 new and sustain more than 5,000 direct-mining jobs in the provinceò. The B.C. government is looking 
to our industry to lead our province out of the world wide recession and as an industry we would be happy to do it, but we 
will need the cooperation of the officials of that government and others.

EXCALIBUR COMMENCES CARIBOO GOLD PROPERTY EXPLORATION PROGRAM 

Excalibur Resources Ltd. is pleased to announce it has begun its Fall exploration program on its Cariboo 

Property located adjacent and east of its Silver King Property, 7 kilometres south of the town of Nelson in southeastern 

BC. The Silver King Property hosts the past-producing Silver King Mine which was in continuous production from 1889 to 

1914, then intermittently until 1958 and produced 4.4 million ounces of silver and 15 million pounds of copper at an 

average grade of 694 g/t silver and 3.36% copper. Adjacent and to the east is Sultan Minerals Inc.'s Kena Property, 

containing the Gold Mountain and Kena Gold Zones, both of which contain bulk tonnage gold mineralization, as well as a 

high-grade gold corridor and bonanza shoots. 

 

Mineralization on the Cariboo Property is comprised of a brecciated quartz vein/silicified band containing variable amounts 

of pyrite, galena and sphalerite. Good gold and silver values have been returned from limited trench sampling at the 

Cariboo showing, including 24.86 g/t gold and 53.6 g/t silver over 1.0 metre (BC Ministry of Mines Assessment Report 

#27240). In 2001, Sultan Minerals diamond drilled one hole at Cariboo and intersected 2.14 metres grading 2.57 g/t Au, 

23.9 g/t Ag along with elevated Pb and Zn; plus a second 2.0 metre interval grading 0.24% Cu (BC Ministry of Mines 

Assessment Report #26875). 

 

The strike of the Cariboo mineralization lines up with the southeastern trend of the Silver King mine structures. This 

current exploration program will consist of approximately 600 metres of trenching, mapping, and chip sampling along the 

1000 metre strike trend of the Cariboo workings, toward the Silver King mine's Grizzly Adit that lies between the Silver 

King mine workings and the Cariboo showing. 

 

Excalibur's Chairman, Mr. Gallagher, commented, "We look forward to better understanding if the mineralization on the 

Cariboo system is associated with the Silver King mineralization and/or the gold systems on Sultan Minerals' property. It 

will be interesting to see as we move down the mountain if we find a gold system like our neighbours have at lower 

elevations."

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SWIFT RESOURCES INC. COMMENCES DRILLING CASTLEGAR PROPERTIES IN SOUTH EASTERN BRITISH 
COLUMBIA 
 
Mr. Mike Elson reports: 
Swift Resources has begun a diamond drill program on its Castlegar Project in southern B.C., in follow-up to the 
companyôs summer exploration program. Approximately 2500 metres of diamond drilling are planned on the Amazing 
Grace and Klovance properties. To date, 8 holes totalling approximately 1500 metres have been completed. 
 
The Castlegar Project consists of 3 contiguous properties, the Amazing Grace, Skarn and Klovance properties, which are 
held by Swift by way of 3 separate option agreements. The companyôs summer work program consisted of soil 
geochemistry, ground geophysics (33 line km magnetometer and VLF), geological mapping and trenching (17 trenches 
totalling approximately 400 lineal metres + 3 stripped areas totalling approximately 0.13 hectares). 
 
On the Klovance property, trenching exposed a zone of shear-hosted polymetallic mineralization intermittently over a 
strike length of 400 metres. The mineralized structure is a moderate west dipping structure, hosted within a sequence of 
argillite and volcanics. It ranges in true width from less than 1 metre to more than 4 metres. Narrow veins and veinlets of 
massive to semi-massive sulfide mineralization occur within the shear zone. 
  
A strong VLF anomaly and coincident silver soil geochemical anomaly was identified on the Klovance property, which 
trends subparallel to the known zone of mineralization, but is not coincident with it. The current drill program will test the 
down-dip expression of zones of mineralization exposed by trenching, as well as testing geophysical and geochemical 
anomalies. 
 
On the Amazing Grace property, trenching at the BW showing exposed a mineralized quartz vein, which returned one 
sample grading 31.25 g/t gold over a true width of 0.5 metres. At the Scheelite showing, also on the Amazing Grace 
property, a 12 metre zone returned an average grade of 0.2% W, including a 2 metre interval that graded 0.71% W. This 
12 metre zone represents the entire exposed zone. The extents and true width of the zone of mineralization are unknown.

Vancouver, BC ï Teck Resources Limited (TSX: TCK.A and TCK.B, NYSE: TCK) announced today that it is investing in 
two of its British Columbia operations. Teck will invest $210 million at its Trail Operations to significantly increase its 
capacity to recycle end-of-life electronic waste (e-waste) and $475 million in a mill modernization project at Highland 
Valley Copper. 

ñThese projects will improve the long-term viability of two of our key operations,ò said Don Lindsay, President and Chief 
Executive Officer.   

The No. 4 Furnace Project at Trail Operations includes the construction of a new slag fuming furnace and settling furnace 
that will integrate into the existing lead smelting process. Construction on the project will begin in 2012 with completion 
scheduled for 2014.   

ñThis is part of our ongoing commitment to the community of Trail,ò said Mr. Lindsay.  ñLast year we recycled just over 
13,000 tonnes of e-waste at our Trail Operations, and this project will significantly increase our capacity to recycle end-of-
life electronic components, helping to keep them out of landfills and allowing for the recovery and reuse of valuable 
metals.ò 

The 40-year old mill at Highland Valley Copper will be modernized and will extend the life of the mill to match the 
expected mine life. The project is also expected to increase mill throughput by approximately 10 percent and copper 
recoveries by approximately two percent. Construction will begin immediately, and the project is expected to be completed 
by the end of 2013. 

ñWe have significantly extended the life of the Highland Valley Copper mine in recent years, and the modernization of the 
mill makes sense, especially given the expected increases in throughput and copper recoveries,ò said Mr. Lindsay. For
